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2012 BRINGS CHANGES TO THE LIBRARY

Changes are inevitable and this new year brings several here at Delta Public Library. Some are
good and some not so good....

The not so good news for 2012 is:
that the Library’s income from state revenue is expected to be 6.5 % or $25,000 less than
last year. This will drastically affect the library’s annual expenditures. No raises were given
to the full time staff this year nor were staff hours restored to fulltime status. The book
budget will be reduced by $5000 and other purchases will be limited as well. Because overall
donations, such as memorials, new materials and monetary gifts have also fallen off, we are
looking for ways to increase our income in 2012 as well as reduce our spending.

Overdue materials and large fines for non returned materials will be sent to the Unique
Management Collection Agency. The library will continue to send the one week, three week
and 5 week notices to delinquent patrons but after 5 weeks, if there is no positive response,
the patron’s name will be submitted to the collection agency. The Agency will begin their
process to retrieve the materials or payment. The final step for non responders will be to
report them to the credit bureaus as a credit risk.

Good news includes:
that the Library will be starting a Birthday Book Club to encourage patrons to purchase a book
or make a donation to the library for a book in the name of a child or grandchild. A plaque
will be put in the front of each birthday book with the child’s name and birthday that year as
well as the donor.

The Friends Group made a donation of $5000 to the Library to underwrite the Summer Reading
programs, as well as to purchase other services, materials and programs.

E book purchases will be funded by the Friends of the Library this year. The library is obligated to
spend a minimum of $1083 in e book titles in 2012.

Thursday hours will be changing as of January 5%. The library will be open to the public from 10
AM to 2 PM every Thursday.
