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DELTA PUBLIC LIBRARY 100 YEARS OLD

Since its humble beginnings in 1911 as a collection of books won in a local contest, Delta Public Library has

enjoyed a long history of community support. The library was officially organized under Ohio State law in
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City Hall fire, support came from far and near to re-establish the collection. The new Memorial Hall then

housed the library from 1951 to 1976. When the library outgrew its allotted space there, the citizens of Delta

approved the acquisition of a former bank building directly across Main Street. In 1985, the facility was

expanded to include a community room, public restrooms, a public access computer area as well as a larger
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In subsequent years as technology, new services and materials vied for space, the board proposed a new
larger library building for the community to be located near the Junior High School on the northeast side of
Delta. After three failed attempts to pass a bond levy for the building, the board decided to dedicate financial
support to renovating and updating the current Main Street site. The project began by replacing all windows
and doors on the east side of the building. In 2005, an additional 1000 sg. ft. was added to the front of the
building providing a handicapped accessible glass tower entry and 600 sq ft of public space allowing for a
genealogy section, a teen area and a quiet reading space. Next the furnishings and interior spaces were
refurbished. In 2008 a new south entry with motion sensor doors offered patrons hands free entry into the
library. In 2009, the creation of a library garden at the Main Street entrance completed the seven year
project.

The Delta Public Library is designated as a school district library. The P-D-Y School Board serves as the taxing
