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Ebooks coming soon 

 

Delta Public Library is expanding its services to include eBooks, audiobooks, digital music, and digital video. 
This new library service is FREE and available to download at any time from the Library’s website through the 
Ohio eBook Project. Library card holders can check out and download digital media by visiting our website 
www.deltapubliclibrary.com. 
 

Patrons can browse the eBook Project’s website, check out materials with a valid Delta Library card and 
download content to a PC, Mac, or other mobile equipment.  There will be a dedicated computer station for 
downloading at the Delta Library for those who do not have access to a computer or the internet at home. 
Titles can be enjoyed immediately or transferred to a variety of electronic appliances including Nook, Sony 
Reader and many others for on-the-go listening or reading.  Users can also download materials directly to 
many Apple, Android, Blackberry, and Window devices using an OverDrive Media Console app. Titles will   
automatically expire at the end of the listening period so there are no late fees!  There are currently over 
twenty thousand titles available and the collection grows each month. 
 
Checking out items from the Ohio eBook project collection is much like physically checking out material from 
the library. Each item can only be used by one patron at a time, a one-book-one-user model. There will be 
multiple copies of titles available for loan. Patrons may checkout up to 10 items and choose a 7 or 14 day 
checkout period. Patrons can place up to 10 holds for items that are currently checked out and will receive an 
email when the item is available.  
 
Patrons of the Ohio eBook project are also able to borrow from the SEO consortium as well at                                
http://seoebook.seo.lib.oh.us. All Delta Library card holder downloads are recorded in the circulation statistics 
for Delta Library. 
 
The Ohio eBook Project is a state-wide consortium where participating libraries purchase content of 
downloadable eBooks, audiobooks, music and videos and then share that collection with other member        
libraries across Ohio.  Established in 2005, the Ohio eBook Project is funded in part by LSTA funds awarded by 
the Institute of Museum and Library Services to the State Library of Ohio.

INTERLIBRARY LOANS-ñILLò 
 
When patrons are unable to borrow materials from the 
Delta Library collection, they are welcome to place 
an interlibrary request to borrow items from another   
library.  In most cases, we are successful in finding  
requested items.  However, patrons must realize that the 
material may not be readily available if it is fairly new,  
in high demand, or somewhat obscure. Therefore, the 
wait time may be weeks, rather than days before we 
receive it from the lending library. 
 
Interlibrary loan is a free service, but we do charge a fee 
of $1.50 if material is not picked up by patron or a $.25 
per day fine if the item becomes overdue. 
 
Although the service is free to patrons, the library pays 
nearly $3000 annually for the cost of the delivery system 
to send the items from one library to another. The library 
also pays the wages of the staff responsible for “ILL       
Services”. Last year Delta borrowed 2651 items and 
loaned out 47. Due to budget cuts, some lending libraries 
have reduced the number of delivery days which slows 
down the process as well. 
 
So please be patient. It takes time to search databases to 
locate the material and then place the request as well as 
to process the material for checkout once it arrives. We 
will endeavor to keep our patrons happy and reading!!!
